Since its founding, Red River Theatres has kept independent film alive in the greater 
Concord region through film showings at the New Hampshire Technical Institute (NHTI), the 
Capitol Center for the Arts, the Annicchiarico and Concord City Auditorium.  Too, Red River 
Theatres and NHTI have helped to incubate and grow the annual SNOB (Somewhat North Of 
Boston) Film Festival, which has attracted thousands of film-goers since 2002.   
 

Red River Theatres is more than a movie house showing first-run art and foreign films, 
documentaries and independent films.  The theater will host discussions with film directors and 
help launch New Hampshire filmmakers.  Skill-based, educational programming will be 
available to youth and adults alike, and film will be used to stimulate discussions on salient 
social issues.
